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Below is an update on proposed bills in the Georgia General Assembly after crossover day. 

Crossover Day, which is the day legislation must have passed either the Senate or the House in order to still be alive for 

the last 10 days, was Wednesday, March 16, 2011. 

The proposal to tax Veterinary Services is still alive and everyone who lives in Georgia needs to contact their state Rep-

resentative and tell them that you oppose a tax on Veterinary Services.  Therefore, tell them you oppose House Bill 385, 

House Bill 386, House Bill 387 and House Bill 388.  These bills include language that will tax ñveterinarian expenses for 

pets.ò   Sponsors of the bills are Jones of the 46
th
, OôNeal of the 146

th
, Peake of the 137, England of the 108

th
.   While 

none of these bills have moved, the Senate Majority Leader has stated that they are not affected by cross-over day, so 

they are still active.  We donôt expect the tax on Veterinary Services to move, but we are watching it closely.  

HB 440 which deals with changes to the State Cruelty Law was placed in the House Agriculture and Consumer Affairs 

Committee.  The GCC does not expect this bill to move.  Sponsors are Williard of the 49
th
, Dobbs of the 53

rd
, Jacobs of 

the 80
th
, Golick of the 34, Benfield of the 85

th
 and others.  The GCC had concerns with this bill and expressed them to 

the appropriate leadership.  This bill did not crossover.   

HB 148 which makes major changes to the State Dangerous and Vicious Dog sections of the Law had a short Judiciary 

subcommittee hearing Wednesday, March 9, at which time the sponsor stated that he knew the bill would not pass this 

year and that there were a number of people who opposed the bill.  The GCC opposes this bill but has told other stake-

holders, including the Sponsor, that we will work with them concerning major changes in this bill.  This bill is not ex-

pected to move.  Sponsors are Maddox of the 172
nd

, Black of the 174
th
, Taylor of the 173

rd
, Battles of the 15

th
 and At-

wood of the 179
th
.  This bill did not move out of committee, we do expect to see some version of this bill next January. 

HB 409 This is a bill affecting Veterinarians and Veterinary Technicians.  It relates to licensing and registration and 

seems to be a ñhousekeepingò bill for the Veterinarians and Veterinary Technicians.  The GCC at this point has no con-

cerns with this bill.  Sponsor Maddox of the 172
nd

. 

This passed out of House Committee but did not crossover. 

HB 40 ñChiefs Lawò would add a bittering agent to antifreeze.  Passed the House and had its second reading February 

24 in the Senate.  Assigned to Senate Special Judiciary.  Sponsors are Benton of the 31
st
, England of the 108, Buckner 

of the 130
th
 and Kaiser of the 59

th
.  The GCC supports this bill.  This bill did crossover. 

HB 60 Service Cancelable Loan, State Veterinarian Board, deals with funding loans for Veterinary students who go into 

a practice dealing with Food Animals.  Sponsors are Maddox of the 172
nd

 and Black of the 174
th
.  Bill passed the house 

March 8.  The GCC supports this bill.  This bill is in the Senate Higher Education Committee.
