Proposed Future Change(s)

1. Area Committees (ACs) will, from this point
forward, be referred to as Event Committees
(ECs). Event Committees will function as a com-
mittee of the GSCA, will host AKC events, andall
members of Event Committees must be GSCA
members. Groups of Gordon Setter fanciers that
do not host GSCA eventswill be referred to as
Local Clubs. (Note: GSCA eventsincluding, but
not limited to, AKC events and GSCA sponsored
events like meetings, fun days, fundraising for
GSCA events, etc.are covered by the Gordon
Setter Club of America liability insurance. Non

-GSCA members may work at GSCA events as

long as they are working under a GSCA member
BUT they cannot be listed as a committee mem-
ber for GSCA/AKC events.)

2. Local Clubs will not host GSCA events. Local
clubs need _

to have bank accounts which are separate from
the GSCA bankaccount and established using the
Federal Tax ID number of the local club, not the
GSCA Federal Tax ID number. Local clubsalso
need to have their own insurance. (Note: It
is NOT necessary to form a local club if area
Walnt)s to function'as an GSCA Event Committee
only.

3. The Event Committee (EC) general bank ac-
counts with the GSCA tax ID number need to be
named (for exam%Ie) Gordon Setter Club of
America, Inc., d/b/a The Great Lakes Event
Committee.

4. A second account is recommended for Res-
cue activities. The tax ID number will be the
same as used for the above (ECaccount and, as
another example, this account might be named
Gordon Setter Club of America, Inc., d/b/a Great
Lakes Rescue.

5. The Event Committees will no longer need
a Board of Directors. You will only need a
Chairman, a Treasurer and aSecretary.

6. If you want to retain or form a local club in ad-
dition to the Event Committee, please create a
different name for each. Please ensure that the
Event Committee names be regional in style.

Club funds are currently in one bank account, the
Event Committee will need to establish another
account and will decide on the distribution of
funds from the current account.

8. No dues will be collected by the Event Com-
mittee, but donations may be accepted to offset
costs like an EC newsletter.

9. Event Committee Reports will need to go to
the Recording Secretary for Board Meeting Agen-
das three times a year.

10.Event Committee bank statements must be
sent to the GSCA Treasurer quarterly
